Recognition 
This award recognises work that has benefited society by improving the sustainability of water. The work might relate to an engineering project, a programme of works, a policy or a piece of research.
Eligibility
1. We welcome entries for projects or initiatives from around the world that are complete by 9 January 2026.  We recognise that it may sometimes be difficult to demonstrate completion of a project (for instance, if it is a policy or publication), but it is essential that the submission demonstrates the project’s benefit.
2. Entries may be received from individuals or organisations, including water companies, consultants, contractors, research bodies, regulators, governments, and community groups. 
3. You may also nominate others for the award, providing you have approval from the individual or a representative of the project or initiative. 
4. You do not have to be a member of the Institution of Civil Engineers to enter.
5. The Chris Binnie Award for Sustainable Water Management is free to enter.
6. All entries must be received by 10 September 2026.



Use of Submissions
Please be aware that information submitted is likely to feature in ICE website articles or case studies.
Entry requirements
1. Submissions and supporting documentation should be attached to the completed nomination form, and should be ordered in the following sections:
a. [bookmark: _Hlk58514596]Project Background
b. Success and Benefits (value to society)
c. Sustainability Principles
d. Innovation
e. Applicability
2. Entries must not exceed 2000 words and may include up to five A4 pages of supporting documentation in the form of drawings, diagrams or other information that helps to clarify any element of the submission. 
3. The word limit applies to the total submission, not each section. 
4. Any further information submitted may be excluded at the discretion of the judges. 

Scoring

1. Each scoring section will be scored out of 4 (excellent – 4; good – 3; average – 2; poor – 1)
2. Weightings to each section will be applied as follows: 
a. Project Background (not scored)
b. Success and Benefits, or Value to Society (50%)
c. Sustainability Principles (15%)
d. Innovation (15%)
e. Applicability (20%)

How were sustainability principles incorporated into the project or promoted without impacting on the cost or overall objectives of the project?
15% of marks. Suggested 300 words but may be flexed within an overall limit of 2000 words.
	

	Innovation
What innovative approaches were used or promoted as part of the project?
15% of marks. Suggested 300 words but may be flexed within an overall limit of 2000 words.

	

	Applicability
Where or how else could the approaches used in delivering the project or the results of the project be applied? How could this be achieved?
20% of marks. Suggested 400 words but may be flexed within an overall limit of 2000 words.
